“Football has a unique ability to unite people from all over the world and that is at the heart of our world cup activities. We want young people from all over the area to get their friends and families involved and have a really good time.”

West Gate Centre for Sport will be the venue for number of football events for young people as the World Cup unfolds, culminating in the West End’s very own World Cup Final on 9 July – followed by a special big screen broadcast of the real final.
Meanwhile, football will be top of the menu at a unique World Cup café, also based at the Centre for Sport, showing live matches and offering mouth-watering morsels from around the world for hungry footy fans.

A bit about Newcastle New Deal for Communities

A transformation is underway in the West End of Newcastle. Over 100 projects are helping to crack crime, improve our schools and create jobs for local people; other schemes are tackling health issues, improving our homes and making the area more attractive.

It’s all part of Newcastle New Deal for Communities – an ambitious Government-backed programme which is changing the face of the West End.

But this is no ordinary Government programme. At the heart of New Deal for Communities you will find local residents taking the lead in changing our community’s life for the better. Building the future in Arthur’s Hill, Cruddas Park, Rye Hill and Elswick.

Extra police and neighbourhood wardens have helped to bring a 22% cut in the crime rate since New Deal started work in 2000.

Schemes like Workfinder and At Work have found jobs for over 500 residents, with new projects like NE4 Retail and Newcastle Home Care Associates set to offer more job opportunities.  

Over 1000 West End homes have benefited from improvements, the number of boarded-up private properties in the area has reduced from over 100 to just a handful – and ambitious plans are in the pipeline for refurbishment of  Cruddas Park.

Health projects like Activities for Health are helping residents towards a healthier lifestyle, while others are tackling the cause of ill health – like low incomes, accidents at home and problems with drugs and alcohol.

Meanwhile, education projects like Planet Plus, which helps young people get back into education, are helping to raise standards.
